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Federal CRT Rule

• Currently in NYS, intact CRTs destined for recycling 
are eligible for hazardous scrap metal exemption.  
When metal no longer adherent, could be regulated 
hazardous waste.

• Federal CRT Rule
• Conditional exclusion

» Glass to glass
» Fluxing agent

• Export notification
» Broken
» Intact

• Speculative accumulation prohibited
• Processing standards
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Why Adopt CRT Exclusion

• Proven markets and processes for glass 
recycling; preferable to disposal.

• Consistency across state boundaries 
enhances recycling.

• NYS final authorization for RCRA 
program requires NYSDEC to be as 
strict as USEPA.
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Standards for Collectors, 
Dismantlers, and Recyclers

• Originally Pre-proposal  6 NYCRR 361-7; may be 
placed in new 6 NYCRR 374-5   
(http://www.dec.ny.gov/docs/materials_minerals_pdf/
361.pdf)

• Considering Permit-by-Rule standards such as:
– Recycle
– Protect from weather, aisle space
– Storage time limits
– Control entry
– Employee training
– Recordkeeping and reporting
– Surety 
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Why Adopt New Standards?
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Examples of Possible 
Storage Requirements:

DEC Regions were asked, “What types of 
storage standards should be required 
and how prescriptive should they be?”  

Their suggestions:
– Indoor storage
– Protect from weather
– Labeling: materials should be dated
– Comply w/ local building codes
– Do not allow burying
– Consolidate and shrink-wrap
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Generator C(7) Notification

C(7) Notification Requirements
• Generators (other than CESQGs) sending used 

electronics for recycling under the hazardous scrap metal 
exemption are required to file notifications under 
paragraph 6 NYCRR 371.1(c)(7)

• In the rulemaking, we are considering changing the 
requirement to add new subparagraph (b):

“371.1(c)(7)(b) Generators of used electronics claiming 
exemption under 371.1(g)(1)(iii)(b) of this Part or exclusions 
under 371.1(e)(1)(xxii) based on intent to direct used electronics 
for dismantling and recycling must maintain on site, for a 
period of three years from the date of each shipment, the 
names and locations of the dismantling or recycling 
facilities and any intermediate receiving facilities.”
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Information on types and 
amounts of equipment 
recycled for various 
business sectors.

Widespread non-
compliance with 
notification; recycling rate 
believed to be higher

Consider more automated 
processes

Great paperwork reduction

Recyclers’ role in providing 
information to generators

More “ownership” of 
decision by generator

Sometimes provides  
information on unknown 
handlers

Information available on 
inspection

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Rulemaking Timeline
1. Publish information on DEC website
2. Hold stakeholder meetings
3. Gather information
4. Draft express terms
5. Governor’s Office of Regulatory Reform 

reviews express terms and other documents
6. Propose regulations (public notice, 

comments and hearings)
7. Response to comments
8. File final regulations – effective 60 days later
